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KEY FINDINGS

There is bipartisan agreement that expanding the Child Tax
Credit should come before tax breaks. Over four-in-five (85%)
parents who voted for a Democrat in 2022 agree with lawmakers who say
Congress shouldn't pass any more tax breaks for wealthy corporations until
it acts to reinstate the expanded Child Tax Credit -- the majority of parents
who voted for Republicans in 2022 agree as well (67%).

Parents want federal policymakers to do more to address child
care challenges. Two-in-three (64%) parents say federal policy makers
need to do more to address challenges experienced while raising an infant
or toddler.

Methodology: This poll was conducted between November 10-November 13, 2022 among a sample of 800 parents of children 0-3. The
interviews were conducted online and the data was weighted to approximate a target sample of parents of children 0-3 based on age,
educational attainment, race, ethnicity, and region. Results from the full survey have a margin of error of plus or minus 3 percentage points.
